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Our venerable and God-bearing Father Columba of Iona, Enlightener of Scotland (December 7, 521 - 
June 9, 597) (also known as Columcille, meaning "Dove of the Church") was an Irish missionary who 
helped re-introduce Christianity to Scotland and the north of England.

He was born to Fedhlimidh and Eithne of the Ui Neill clan in Gartan, near Lough Gartan, Donegal. On 
his father's side he was great-great-grandson of Niall of the Nine Hostages, an Irish king of the fourth 
century. He became a monk and soon rose in the church hierarchy to the rank of priest. Tradition as-
serts that, sometime around 560, he became involved in a copyright wrangle with St. Finnian of Moville 
over a psalter. The dispute eventually led to the pitched Battle of Cul Dremhe in 561, during which 
many men were killed. (Columba's copy of the psalter has been traditionally associated with the 
Cathach of St. Columba.) As penance for these deaths, Columba was ordered to make the same 
number of new converts as had been killed. He was also ordered to leave Ireland and move such that 
he could not see his native country.

He travelled to Scotland, where it is reputed he first landed at the southern tip of the Kintyre peninsula, 
near Southend. However, being still in sight of his native land he moved further north up the west coast 
of Scotland. In 563 he founded a monastery on the island of Iona off the west coast of Scotland which 
became the centre of his evangelising mission to Scotland. There are many stories of miracles which 
he performed during his mission to convert the Picts.

Columba is also the source of the first known reference to the Loch Ness Monster. According to the 
story, in 565 he came across a group of Picts who were burying a man killed by the monster, and 
brought the man back to life. In another version, he is said to have saved the man while the man was 
being attacked, driving away the monster with the sign of the cross.

St. Columba's feast day is June 9, and with St. Patrick of Ireland (March 17) and St. Brigid of Kildaire 
(February 1) is one of the three patron saints of Ireland. The three are buried together in Downpatrick in 
County Down, deep within the famous Hill of Down.

Columba is not to be confused with his disciple, St. Columbanus.

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Why Do We Stand in Church? 
One of the first things that surprise a newcomer to a traditional 

Orthodox Church is that there are no pews or rows of chairs.  

The church seems so empty.  What do people do?  They STAND!  

How odd??? 

This is not actually so odd when you look back to the early Church. 

At one time, everyone stood in Church.  It wasn’t until the 16th 

century when Protestants replaced Holy Communion with a sermon, 

which then became the focus of their service.  Basically they 

thought of the Church more like a classroom where you sit and 

learn, rather than a place to gather as the family of God to 

receive His special Gifts. 

In the Orthodox Church, in order for us to participate in the 

Liturgy, we must be able to move around.  Many times of the year 

we do prostrations where we bow to the ground.  Like during 

Great Lent, we just bowed down three times every time we 

recited the Prayer of St. Ephraim.  We knelt down on Holy 

Thursday evening when the Cross of Christ was carried into the 

center of our Church.  We walk and move around to receive Holy 

Communion during the Divine Liturgy.  The priest and his helpers 

make many processions during the Liturgy where the priest beings 

the word of God or Holy Communion right into the midst of the 

people. 

Unlike many churches where you go to sit and learn about God, we 

go to Church to do work.  We work with our whole body.  We work 

with our eyes, our ears, our noses, our lips, our minds, our hands, 

and our feet.  In other words, our whole body worships God, not 

only our minds. 

Take for example a baseball team.  If all the players on your team 

                sat in the outfield, there is no possible way you could  

             win the game.  You all have to work together.  Divine 

                Liturgy is the common work of God’s people.  We all  

              work  together, like a team, to praise and worship God.   

               So if you ever wondered why most Orthodox Churches  

             do not have pews or rows of chairs, now you know!!! 

 

  

  

The 4 Gospels 
Before written accounts of the life of Jesus were made, 

the stories were told to the first Christian communities 

by those who knew Jesus, His Disciples, the Apostles and 

those who had seen and heard Him.  As the number of 

Christians grew, the words of Jesus and His teachings 

were taught to people every time they gathered to 

worship.  In the last half of the first century, about 40 

years after Jesus died on the cross, Christianity was 

spreading to far away countries and it was necessary to 

write the stories and teachings of Jesus down so they 

would not be forgotten, changed, or retold incorrectly.   

The four writers of the gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke 

and John, were with Jesus while He was on earth.  They 

saw and heard His teachings, and each of them wrote his 

own account of what happened while they were with 

Jesus.  Sometimes the same stories are found in all four 

gospels.  Sometimes they are only found in one gospel.  

Sometimes the stories are told a little differently in two 

different gospels.  But no matter how they differ, they 

are what we have to tell us about the teachings of Jesus 

from someone who was right by His side.  The most 

accurate accounts that they wrote about were the three 

years that they spent with Jesus, the three years before 

He died, the three years that He  

preached and taught the Jews.  These  

four men then wrote down all the stories 

starting with his birth and ending with  

the few times Jesus  appeared after He  

was raised from the dead. You should sit 

down and read these gospels with your  

family:  You just might learn  

something…
